A dying person’s request for death by assisted suicide or euthanasia is a signal to review their
pain and symptom control and their spiritual and emotional support. Sometimes the request is
prompted by fear of the unknown, or of being a burden, or of pain and suffering. Assisted
suicide and euthanasia are a medicalization of death and human suffering — the false belief that
somehow all human pain and suffering can be cured by a medical intervention.
Euthanasia Deception
The Euthanasia Deception is a gripping documentary that tells the stories of people with real,
direct experience with euthanasia and assisted suicide; these are not the stories we are hearing
in the mainstream media.
