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Who is my neighbour?
The core of the Christian message is:

e faith as total trust in God and his message
that comes through Christ in the New
Testament;

e love as the driving power of all our actions
and relationships.

. \._ 9 We cannot have one without the other. As the
S«-A. Apostle James says in his Letter:

...faith by itself, if it has no works, is dead. (James 2:17)

Some people tend to be very concerned about orthodoxy, about
thinking and saying the right thing in conformity with the Church’s
teaching, but there can be no orthodoxy without orthopraxis, as the
example of the Pharisees makes clear. Faith which does not express
itself in love is Pharisaism. Christian faith truly lived results in a bonding
with people everywhere. It is a living out of the prayer, “Our Father”.

One arm of the most central commandment is: You shall love your
neighbor as yourself. (Matt 12:31)

But the crucial question in carrying out the commandment is “Who is my
neighbour?” Each of us has honestly to ask this question. Another way
to ask it is, “Who in my life am | willing (or unwilling) to help?” What are
my criteria for helping another person? Do family, friends, race, religion,
moral goodness, criminal record come into the picture? What about the
person who hates me, the terrorist, the drug addict, the alcoholic, the
prostitute or the diseased?

The most famous Gospel story, the “Good Samaritan” touches all our
lives deeply. In honestly answering the question, “Who is my
neighbour?”, we learn a great deal about the kind of person we are, the
kind of neighbour we are. Let’s all be good neighbours!
